There is some recorded music in the show, which has been specially written to 

go with the story. If it ever feels too loud for you, you can cover your ears or 

put your ear defenders on. There are no loud bangs or shocks in the show. 

 

If you need to leave the theatre at any point during the performance, it will be 

fine for you to come back in when you are ready. 

 

At the end of the play, the audience may clap to show they have enjoyed 
watching.
